MARKHAM –  The Week 5 game between East Division rivals, Markham North Stars and the Colorado Thundersnow
lived up to expectations, (unfortunately for the networks)  as Markham improved to 2-3 by shutting out visiting Colorado 24-0 
in a game that featured an early highlight-reel play, 4 turnovers , 12 punts, and 11 penalties.  
   Markham opened the game with a 12 play, 81 yard drive that culminated in 5-yard TD pass from Matt Hasselbeck to Jeremy 
Shockey. Colorado’s first possession started promisingly but ended in disaster – they drove 56 yards down to Markham’s 14 
yard line only to have a 3rd down pass intercepted by James Sanders and returned 95 yards for a TD, giving Markham an 
early 14-0 lead. That would be more than enough offense for the North Stars on the day. Sander’s lightning strike seemed to 
knock out what little fight the Colorado offense had brought to the contest, as the Thundersnow would not cross mid-field 
again. Matt Hasselbeck hooked up with backup tight end, Billy Milner for a 4 yard TD strike near the end of the first half to 
pad Markham’s lead to 21-0 at halftime.  
   The second half saw many backups and offensive follies as the punting units for both teams featured prominently. Ryan 
Lindell accounted for the only second half score, nailing an easy 28-yard field goal in the third quarter to make the final count 
24-0 for Markham. Coach Kris Heaton, showing little confidence in rookie, Matt Ryan, or perhaps wanting to protect him in 
a lost cause, called only 5 pass plays in the second half, four of them patterns of less than five yards from scrimmage.
   Matt Hasselback finished 19 of 27 for 199 yards, 1 TD and 1 INT. Donte’ Stallworth continued his torrid play, grabbing 7 
catches for 97 yards. Stallworth stands at second in the league in receptions and holds the EFL single game catch record of 13, 
set against Anchorage last week and breaking Mike Furrey’s record 11-catch performance of last year.  On the defensive side 
of the ball for Markham, James Sanders had the big TD interception return but also was injured later in the game and is 
already listed as Out for Week 6. Colorado, having played stout defense for most of their games, showed the same fire at times 
in this one, but were inconsistent.  Led by youngsters, Corey Williams, (4 tackles, a sack and two hurries); and Jerod Mayo, (8 
tackles and one interception), this defense looks like a unit with a future. Unfortunately, that future is not close as they suffered 
a big blow to their defense with Nathan Vasher suffering a separated shoulder putting him out for 10 weeks. 

Markham’s Donte Stallworth lunges forward for a first down 
as Colorado’s Domonique Foxworth tries to pull him back. 
Stallworth caught 7 passes, all for first downs, as the North

GAME POINTS: The Dragons erupted for 24 points in the 2nd quarter to take 
a 24-10 half time lead over the Hellfire. Florida’s defense played offense for the 
second straight week, scoring directly off of Mohave turnovers not once, but 
twice. Antonio Cromartie’s 45-yard interception return for a TD stopped dead a 
Mohave attempt to tie the score before half time, giving Florida a 14-point 
cushion.

GAME POINTS: Josh Brown kicked 5 field goals, including one from 52 
yards out; to set the offensive pace for Gwinnett until a 4th quarter TD pass from 
Carson Palmer to Tony Gonzalez finally put the game away. The Crimson 
Hawks and the Gladiators traded light punches early, knotting the score at 6 
apiece before Ty Law intercepted Ben Roethlisberger with 35 seconds 
remaining in the 1st half.

His enthusiasm is infectious, instilling confidence in his league-leading 
defense and patience in his young and promising offense. The Cubs walked into Anchorage facing their 
biggest challenge since Week One against Chino, promptly put the Bucs over their knee and spanked 
them silly. The view from below is from Anchorage, where a golden opportunity to shorten the race in 
the West Division was there for the taking. In spite of a rare top shelf performance by the Anchorage
defense, Drew Brees and Co. walked out on the field at the Great Northern Sports Complex and choked, 
hitting the brick wall of reduced expectations in the Great White North. 
 THERE’S NO PLACE LIKE CHARLESWOOD!  
New arrival, Kyle Vanden Bosch, playing his first game for Charleswood, wasted no time thanking 
GM and owner, Jason Findlay for rescuing him from Football Purgatory in Ringgold. “The Bosch” 
notched 2 sacks and was credited with 3 quarterback pressures of Kutztown’s Tony Romo, one of which 
contributed to an Assante Samuel interception early in the first quarter. Kutztown’s Jon Stinchcomb
was plainly visible all day, which is never a good thing for a left tackle. 
 COACH COGHLIN SERVED NOTICE? 
 Rumours abound in Cowtown that Corn King Coach, Jim Coghlin has been served notice by 
the Clopper County Dairy and Seed Alliance, owners of a controlling interest in the team, that he will 
lose his job if the Corn Kings fall next week to the expansion Winnemucca Outlaws. An anonymous 
team insider told COW AM, the locals sports, weather and fertilizer talk radio station, that the only 
reason Coghlin still has a job is because his daughter, Mary Jane Hermione Sue Coghlin, won ‘Miss 
Butternut Squash’ last year in Cowtown’s annual Pumpkin Growers Festival.

PICKERING @ CHARLESWOOD (line – PATRIOTS by 9.5) 
The unbeaten Patriots face the East Division leading Spartans in the first week of inter-conference match 
ups. Pickering has emerged as the most consistent of the expansion teams and Charleswood has emerged as 
one of favourites to win the Championship following the acquisition of Kyle Vanden Bosch and Shawn 
Phillips from Ringgold at the trade deadline. “The Bosch” paid immediate dividends last week with 2 sacks 
against Kutztown, tying him for the league lead. The Pat’s revamped pass rush and elite secondary will 
create havoc even for a savvy vet like Donovan McNabb. The Spartans will call on Fred Taylor and their 
league-leading running game to blaze a trail for the offense against a Patriot’s defense ranked second 
overall, but only 11th in average yards per rush surrendered. On offense, Peyton Manning leads the most 
disciplined offensive unit in the league and is making big plays when he needs them. Adrian Peterson finally 
broke out last week with a big 55-yard TD run and his first 100-yard game, but strangely the team had to 
wait five weeks for him to do it. The Spartans are the most penalized defense in the EFL and look for them 
to lose their cool this week trying to keep the Patriots out of the end zone.

MARKHAM @ DURHAM (line – THUNDER LIZARDS by 4) 
The Thunder Lizards have been moving the ball down the field all year and are second only to Mohave in 
total net yards of offense.

Winnemucca’s attack has been kept alive by the gutsiness of quarterback, David 
Garrard, who has done a fine job with little help from his friends on the line or the other skill positions. 
Laveranues Coles returns to action this week, which will give Garrard another weapon on the outside. The 
Corn Kings are in disarray and fans are screaming for Chad Pennington to be benched. Coach Coghlin’s job 
is in jeopardy and he may decide to make the switch to Chris Redman this week to save his own skin, if not 
the season. Winnemucca’s ‘Hole in the Wall’ is a miserable place to play. So miserable that television crews 
bring their own power generators and extra ground cables just to ensure picture and sound feed to the 
network. How the weather will affect the game is anyone’s guess, but if left only to the players, expect 
Cowtown to take out their frustrations on the favoured Outlaws and win outright.

This week they are at home to an explosive 
Chino squad that smells an opportunity to pull into a tie for first in the West Division with a win and a Cubs 
loss on the road to powerhouse, Florida. The Convicts lead the league in points scored and move the ball 
well, both through the air with Jay Cutler, and on the ground with LT. Anquan Boldin is still out, but the 
team did not miss a beat against Los Angeles last week with Reggie Brown snagging 11 catches in his place. 
With Troy Polamalu out, the Gwinnett secondary is vulnerable. The Convicts can also put a stop to 
opponent’s running game, which could hurt the Gladiators, who really need to get Willie Parker into the 
game to relieve some pressure off of Carson Palmer.
